OBJECTIVE :

1. To determine the prevalence of Mycoplasma pneumonia CF antibody in apparently héalthy
persons.

2. To study the frequency of pneumonitis caused by Mycoplasma pneumonia.

BACKGROUND : This is the first attempt to study the occurrence of this infection in Thailand.
The organism usually invades the lower respiratory track leading to bronchitis or pneumonitis.

DESCRIPTION : Two samples of blood collected at 10-14 days interval from patients with
pneumonitis were tested for the presence of mycoplasma pneumonia complement fixing antibody.
