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OBJECTIVE: To monitor chloroquine sensitivity of strains of p~ fal.c-z:pa.1'un
To evaluate the described "micro" technique of Rieckman (1).

BACKGROUND: The Department of Medicine has monitored the in vitro susceptibi-
lity of Po faZciparwn to chloroquine in areas where in vivo drug testing has
been done.

METHODS: The techniques used are unchanged to those used and reported in the
last Annual Report (2).

RESULTS: During the period November 1978 to July 1979, for logistical and
technical reasons, no new data were collected. Results to date are in the
AFRIMS Annual Report 1977-1978 (2). Since establishment of the field study
site in Phrabuddabat Hospital, work on in vitpo drug testing has been restarted.
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
